The International Symposium on Electronics and the Environment (ISEE) has reached a major milestone:  our tenth year as the world’s leading scientific and technical forum on environmental research, management strategies and recycling technologies for the electronics industry.   This year is special in that the ISEE is being held in conjunction with the Electronics Recycling Summit.   With this focus on collaborations which span the electronics industry, the theme of this year’s conference is Greening the Supply Chain: Energy Efficiency and Shared Responsibility in an e-Business World.    The conference will reaffirm the electronics industry’s leadership in environmental design and management while looking forward to the challenges associated with new domains, such as e-business, new materials and components, and advances in manufacturing and product recycling. 


The ISEE has grown into a premier meeting of professionals in the design for environment, electronics recycling, pollution prevention and environmental policy fields.
